STUDENT EQUITY NEEDS INDEX (SENI)

The District uses the Student Equity Needs Index score to allocate Targeted Student Population (TSP)
funds to schools.

Overview

There are four fundamental principles in designing an equity-based funding formula:

e Equity —funds should be allocated according to need.

e Transparency —the methodology for allocating funds is clear, simple, and understandable.

e Fairness —schools with similar needs should receive similar funds per TSP student.

e Stability and Feasibility — funds should be allocated in a manner that causes minimal disruption
to school planning.

Equity-Based Funding Formula

e Based on the school’s SENI score, there are five rankings: Highest, High, Moderate, Low, and
Lowest.

e Funds are allocated on a continuous per pupil rate based on the school’s Student Equity Needs
Index score.

e InFiscal Year 2019-2020, some schools are held harmless to match their 2018-19 TSP allocation
(Program 10183, 10400, 10405). It is a one-time hold harmless adjustment to transition to the
new SENI ranking.

e The SENI per pupil rates for secondary schools are higher than elementary schools to recognize
the higher costs of operating middle and high schools.
