Students may be assighed magnet priority points in 5 ways. ;

*Applicants may earn up to 23 points maximum.

Magnet priority points are only applicable to the Magnet program. There are no points given for submitting an application to a program for which the
applicant is ineligible or for which the application is late. Students who apply for the same grade twice will not earn waiting list points for the previous
year. It is the Parents’/Guardians’ responsibility to verify the student’s address, grade and ethnicity with the current LAUSD school of attendance
prior to the application deadline.
