$41 billion decline in General Funds in current year
and 2020-21 — when combined with COVID-19
expenditures, the projected budget deficit is $54
billion
Mix of solutions to balance the budget:
Cancelling all new initiatives proposed in January
Draw down the $16.2 billion state reserves over three
Temporarily increase revenues

$19 billion decline in Proposition 98 guarantee, or
approximately 23% less than the current funding level.

Prop 98. guarantee at $70.5 billion in 2020-21

$6.5 billion decrease to the LCFF, or a 10 percent
reduction

K-12 Categorical Programs reductions:
After School Education and Safety: $100 million

K-12 Strong Workforce Program: $79.4 million

Career Technical Education Incentive Grant Program: $77.4
million
