Students with Disabilities and the Interim Assessment Blocks (IABs):
An addendum to MEM 6700
Students with disabilities on the general education curriculum (core curriculum) will participate in the Interim Assessment Blocks (IABs) or the school-selected alternative assessment using any Designated Supports and/or Accommodations specified on the Individualized Education Program (IEP).  Schools must ensure all students with disabilities have access to those supports and/or accommodations during all IABs, including those developed locally.

Students with disabilities on the alternate curriculum who will participate in the California Alternate Assessment (CAA)/California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA) will not participate in the IABs.

Students with Low Incidence Disabilities:

Students who are deaf (DEA), hard of hearing (HOH), or blind/visually impaired (VI) may require Designated Supports and Accommodations in order to participate in the Interim Assessment Blocks (IABs) and the summative Smarter Balanced Assessments (SBAC). However, these decisions will need to be made on an individual, case-by-case basis so that all students who can participate with supports are able to do so. The requirements for each Designated Support and Accommodation are explained in REF-6420. 
Items that Require Listening: Students who are hard of hearing will need access to all of their devices in order to listen to any items. The school will need to ensure those devices are available on the date(s) on which those students are scheduled to take the IABs. Some students who use ASL will need to have listening items interpreted by a staff member who is fluent in ASL. These students will most likely require extended time on the computer to complete the IABs. These accommodations will be documented on the IEP within the Present Level of Performance (PLP) and Section K, and enabled in TOMS.
Students with Low Vision: Students with low vision will need access to all of their devices in order to respond to any test items, and some students may also need some items and/or passages read aloud to them.  The school will need to ensure those devices are available on the date(s) on which those students are scheduled to take the IABs. These students will most likely require extended time on the computer to complete the IABs. These accommodations will be documented on the IEP within the Present Level of Performance (PLP) and Section K, and enabled in TOMS.
Students who Read Using Braille: Students whose primary reading medium is braille will participate in the IABs, but under different conditions. For 2016-17, the District will be producing braille versions of the IABs and making them available to schools during the spring semester if the school has students whose primary reading medium is braille. These students will not participate in the Fall Semester IABs, but will instead take accessible versions of the IABs during the Spring Semester during a time frame to be determined. Most, if not all, of these students will not utilize the IAB Smarter Balanced platform while participating in the IABs. More information is forthcoming from the Division of Special Education, Low Incidence Programs Office.
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
