The policy for this Individual Services Plan (ISP) is provided by the Los Angeles Unified School District (LAUSD) to comply with federal law. Under the
Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act of 2004 and 34 CFR §300.130-144, the District has a responsibility to have a policy for special education
services to parentally-placed private schoel students with disabilities. The regulations in 34 CFR §300.137 (a) explicitly provide that children with disabilities
enrolled by their parents in private schools do not have an individual entitlement to receive some or all of the special education and related services they would
receive if enrolled in the public schools. Parents may choose to place their child in a private school at their own expense even when the eligible student’s
Individualized Education Program (IEP) provides a free appropriate public education (FAPE) upon enrollment in a public school. Parentally-placed private school
students have a right. as a group. to receive some benefit from publicly funded special education programs. The policy of the District when parents choose to place
their child in a private school within the District's boundaries. whether or not the provision of FAPE is an issue, is to develop an Individual Services Plan describing
alternative services.
