The state of California  has a new template for the SELPA Beginning July 1, 2020, a SELPA must review its Local Plan at least once every three years, and update the plan as needed to ensure information contained in the Governance and Administration section remains relevant and accurate. (California Education Code [EC] Section 56195.9)
The new template is consistent for all SELPAs. Before, each SELPA used their own template. 
The new template is 100% digital and online.
The new template has here are fewer sections so if you participated as a CAC member in prior years, the template will look different than what you were used to.

The governance structure of the SELPA, Description of how to Local Plan was developed with stakeholder engagement
Section C: Interagency Agreement  Description of the service agreement between LAUSD and Regional Centers early assessment from birth to 36 months. Referral Procedures and Evaluation and Assessment 
Section D: Annual Budget Plan Projected revenues and expenditures as allowed by the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) for the provision of specially designed instruction and related services to students with disabilities
Attachments Identification of the Local Educational Agency, Projected Special Education Revenue and Projected Special Education Expenditures by LEA (for Multiple District SELPAs), Specialized Academic Instruction and Related Services by School Site

The Legislation subcommittee this year invited a legislator to come and speak to committee about new legislation how every he spoke to entire central committee groups.
