1. Open a web browser

2. In the address bar, type the following URL and press the Enter key on the keyboard:
* http://lausd.follettdestiny.com

3. There are two (2) ways to find your school:

a. In the Search for Site Name field, type in the name or location code of your
school. Press the Enter key on the keyboard or click on the Go button, OR

b. Click on the Blue Bar associated with your school group (e.g. Middle School).
Then, find and click on your school’s link

4. On the school's home screen, click the Log In link located on the upper-right
corner. Faculty and Staff click on the LAUSD Faculty/Staff SSO, students click on
the LAUSD Student SSO and use your LAUSD SSO credentials to login. See below.

d. The Spotlight displays a single topic with links to one or more websites. Like the
monthly themes, you can click on the back arrow to see previous Spotlights.

Ruth Bader Ginsburg

Not many people are so well
known that when you just say
their initials, everyone knows who
you are talking about. There have
been U.S. presidents, like John F.
Kennedy (JFK), political activists
like Martin Luther King (MLK), and
one U.S. Supreme Court justice:
Ruth Bader Ginsburg (RBG).
Appointed by President Bill
Clinton in 1993, Ginsburg was the
second woman, and as of today,
one of only four women in history
to serve on the highest court in
the United States. But she had a
lot of hard work and gender
discrimination to tackle before she
arrived there! Always a very smart
student, Ginsburg graduated first
in her class in 1954 from Cornell
University, an Ivy League school
Then, as a young wife and
mother, she attended Harvard
Law School, where she and her
female classmates suffered
ridicule from male students and
professors. She later transferred
to Columbia Law School, but not
before becoming the first female
member of the Harvard Law
Review. She spent her career
fighting for gender rights for
women and civil rights for all
Americans. Sadly, Ginsburg died
on September 18, 2020 after a
long illness. Check out the links
below to learn more about this
incredible woman — and find out
how she earned the nickname
“The Notorious RBG."
