What is Title I?

Title I is one program under the federal Every Student 
Succeeds Act (ESSA), the reauthorization of the 

Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).

■ The goal of Title I is to provide extra instructional services and 
activities which support students identified as failing, or most at 
risk of failing, the state's challenging performance standards in 
mathematics, reading, writing, Science and History.

LAUSD Title I Parent and Family 
Engagement Policy
The new LAUSD Title I Parent and Family Engagement Policy 
consists of six mandates that delineate what the Los Angeles 
Unified School District will do to engage parents at both the 
District and school levels as identified in the Every Student 
Succeeds Act (ESSA), Section 1116, established in 2015.



Mandate A: Involve parents and family members in 
jointly the local educational agency plan

Mandate B: Provide the coordination, technical 
assistance, and other support necessary to assist and 

of all participating schools within the 
local educational agency in planning and implementing 
effective parent and family involvement activities to 
improve student academic achievement and school 
performance

Mandate C parent and family 
engagement strategies under this part with parent and 
family engagement strategies

Mandate D: Conduct, with the meaningful involvement of parents 
and family members, an of the content and 
effectiveness of the parent and family engagement policy in 
improving the academic quality of all schools served under this part, 

Mandate F: Involve parents in the activities of the schools served 
under this part, which may include establishing a parent advisory 
board comprised of a sufficient number and representative group of 
parents or family members served by the local educational agency to 
adequately represent the needs of the population served by such 
agency for the purposes of the 
parent and family engagement policy.

Mandate E: Use the findings under Mandate D to design evidence-
based strategies for parent engagement, and to 
revise, if necessary, the Parent and Family Engagement policies 
described in this section.
