	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will be able to illustrate a cover and/or scene using color to convey the mood of the piece.
	Students will be able to write a fairytale.


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

Following the writing of their own fairytale, students will provide an illustration for the cover and/or their favorite scene using their knowledge of color to convey what their reader should be feeling (i.e., black = scared, red = danger, blue = sad, rose = happy, etc).    

	Essential Question


	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson? 
How can the use of color determine mood?


	Materials/Resources

	· Fairytale illustration examples (“Lon Po Po”, “Yeh-Shen”, “The Boy Who Drew Cats”, and Korean and China Cinderella stories;

· Student’s own fairytales or graphic organizers;

· Pencils, pens, and markers;

· Writing and construction paper;

· Graphic organizer; 

· Scissors; and

· Glue


	Lesson/Activity Description

	PROCEDURES
· Introduction/Motivation: 

· Ask students if they remember studying Picasso and his blue and rose periods.  

· What did the blue and rose periods represent in his life?  

· Show the students illustrations from fairytales they have already read.

· Ask the students to share what they think the colors of the illustrations are supposed to convey to the reader.  

· Discuss the moods of their previously written fairytales.

· Ask what colors they would use to represent the moods of their fairytales.
· Body of the Lesson:  
· Inform the students they are going to create an illustration to represent the cover and/or their favorite scene in their fairytales.

· Explain I want them to make the use of color an important part of their illustration so they need to think hard about what colors they should use to convey their feelings to their readers.  Just as Picasso used blue when he was sad and rose when he was happy.  
· Provide them with colored paper to use as a canvas for their illustrations.
· Allow the students to create while roaming the room and checking in with each student.  
· Wrap-up/Reflection/Conclusion
· Once the drawings are completed ask students if they would like to share their drawings with the class.  
· During the share out the students will tell what their fairytale is about, what their illustration is of and why they chose the colors used. 
· Assessment Strategies

· (formal, informal; application of learning, teacher observation, etc.) The assessment strategy will be teacher observation.  As art is subject to interpretation, I will assess if the students feeling of color and their use of it in the completion of their illustrations.
