	Student Objectives in Each Discipline
	Students will be able to portray a crop picker’s experience in the field.
	Students will demonstrate an understanding of the struggles crop pickers faced in the field.


	Integrated Student Objective
	What is the objective of the integrated activity? Look at connections being made between the two content areas.

Students will be able to depict a crop picker’s experience in the field by placing themselves in their shoes, and then being questioned/interviewed by an audience (peers).

	Essential Question


	What is the question you want the students to be able to answer at the end of this lesson? 

What were the crop pickers experiences and struggles in working in the fields?



	Materials/Resources

	Cesar Chavez Anthology, photographs, video clips, biography, projector, iPad, computer, video of myself, equity sticks


	Lesson/Activity Description

	As a class, we will reread the story, Cesar Chavez, paying attention to crop pickers job, emotions, actions, setting details, characteristics/traits.  Will introduce and model theatrical activity, “Hot Seat,” using a previous historical figure we studied.
    I DO:  I will show a previously recorded video of myself where I portray Martin Luther King.  I will then pretend to Skype  
               Martin Luther King and ask him questions.  Students will just watch and listen during this time. Some questions I will be 
               asking him are:  Why did you decide to write your, “I have a dream speech?”  How did you feel about the way you were 
               treated?  How did your parents motivate you?
We Do:  Now, students will be invited to participate along with me.  This time, the historical figure we will be using will be Cesar Chavez.  The teacher will be Cesar Chavez.  Students will discuss with their partner what type of questions they would like to ask Cesar Chavez.  They will have 3-5 minutes to brainstorm possible questions.  Students will then ask “Cesar Chavez” their questions and see how the teacher (Cesar Chavez) answers them according to what really happened in history.
You Do:  Students will be divided into small groups.  Teacher will use equity sticks to pick the “crop picker” from each group.  The “crop pickers” from each group will get together to review the struggles crop pickers really had, and think of how they might have felt or things they would have done.  The rest of the group members will be working in their teams to come up with questions they want to ask the “crop pickers.”  Students will have around 10-12 minutes to do this.  Each small group will then interview their crop picker.  Students who are interviewing will be checking to see if the “crop pickers” answer appropriately.  At the end of the activity, the class will come together to discuss and reflect on the activity.  They will answer the question: Did the actors use the correct traits to portray the crop pickers struggles, why or why not?  What worked, what didn’t?
